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Message to ELI Members and Friends

We write this annual message about the En-
vironmental Law Institute s 2009 accomplish-
ments at the end of May 2010, as the country
enters the sixth week of the worst man-made
environmental disaster in our nation s history,
in icting grave harm on the natural resourc-
es, economy, and people of the Gulf Coast.
The scale of impact from BP s Deepwater
Horizon oil drilling operation dwarfs the
Santa Barbara oil spill in 1969, which helped
to usher in a new era of environmental law.

This catastrophe shows that rst principles of
environmental protection need to be restored
and strengthened. The spill resulted from

a failure to pay attention to fundamentals.
Government did not ensure performance of

a comprehensive assessment of the risks of
deepwater ocean drilling and the adequacy of
available responses should an accident occur.
The companies responsible for the rig instal-
lation and operation were presumed to have
the know-how to do the job safely but appear
to have been sloppy and rushed in following
their own procedures. Eleven workers lost
their lives, and the livelihoods and way of life
of many people in the Gulf Coast states will be
severely damaged by continuing oil ows that
no one knows how to stop any time soon.

To make matters worse, the disaster may
well distract the U.S. Senate from mustering
the foresight and fortitude to act on energy
and climate legislation. Ironically, expanded
offshore drilling has been part of the deal

to win enough votes for a package of energy
subsidies and a cap on key utility and indus-
trial carbon dioxide emissions. Failure to
take adequate precautions to address deepwa-
ter drilling risks may now be compounded by
failure to step up to the need to take action to
forestall harmful change in the climate and to
accelerate the transition away from reliance
on carbon-based fuels.

Itisn t easy to be upbeat in these circum-
stances. Still, we can attest that the Envi-
ronmental Law Institute remains ready and
able to help bring forth the best thinking on
how to strengthen government foresight and
oversight of new and high-risk technologies
and to ensure that the private sector com-
mits the resources to develop and adhere to
precautionary practices suf cient to protect

the public and the environment. ELI s tra-
ditional advocacy of rigorous environmental
assessments and accountability provisions
in our laws and its work to examine law and
policy tools to manage the risks of emerging
technologies like nanotechnology are highly
relevant to the challenge presented by the
Deepwater Horizon catastrophe.

The year 2009, ELI s 40th anniversary, was
marked by special events and notable accom-
plishments in ELI s core programs. This an-
nual report captures some of the highlights.

A Memorable Award Dinner

This year, we honored Senators Mark and
Tom Udall for their environmental leadership
in the U.S. Congress. In 1992, ELI s annual
achievement award was given to their fathers,
Morris and Stewart Udall, two giants of the
modern environmental movement. Their
storied commitment to environmental prog-
ress is being carried on by their sons, now
new members of the Senate. Robert Stanton,
Director of the National Park Service in the
Clinton Administration and a Special Advisor
to Secretary of the Interior Ken Salazar, as-
sisted in the presentation of the award. Stan-
ton joined the Park Service during Secretary
Stewart Udall s tenure.

Debating the Agenda for the New EPA

Another highlight of the anniversary year
was a symposium on the agenda facing

EPA. The program was keynoted by Judge
David Tatel, a distinguished judge serving

on the U.S. Court of Appeals for the District
of Columbia Circuit. Speaking to a standing
room only audience, Judge Tatel stressed the
importance of EPA s attention to the terms of
its statutory authorities as the Agency seeks
to make signi cant changes in environmental
policies when administrations and their priori-
ties change. The conference also showcased
leading experts from government, law rms,
and advocacy organizations to discuss how to
repair numerous air pollution rules set aside
by the D.C. Circuit in recent years and how to
address the risks of emerging nanotechnolo-
gies using a 24-year-old statute that many con-
sider ineffective in dealing with conventional
chemical substances, much less nanomateri-
als whose tiny size gives them very

different properties.
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Other panels focused on current scienti ¢ issues, including the
challenge of assembling credible and unbiased scienti c evi-
dence and the potential use of new evidence on the molecular-
level effects of materials and new toxicity methods for risk as-
sessment and regulation of chemicals. ELI has been a leader in
evaluating the utility of existing laws to regulate nanotechnology
in the United States and the European Union and is also examin-
ing the law and policy changes that would need to be developed
to validate new methods for evaluating the toxicity of materials
using less costly methods and fewer animals in testing pro-
grams. These are both cutting-edge issues in devising sound
regulations to protect public health from harmful exposure

to chemicals.

Building Professional Skills and Capacity to Advance
Environmental Compliance in Developing Countries

In 2009, the Institute continued its initiative to train factory man-
agers working in the rapidly growing economy of India. ELIs
India Partners are prominent U.S. companies doing business

in India and two leading educational institutions the National
Law Center in Bangalore and the Indus Institute of Technology
in Ahmedabad collaborating to offer practical training on legal
requirements for factory managers. In 2009, the Environmental
Law Reporter introduced a new publication, the ELR India Up-
date, a short and readable newsletter to help company environ-
mental managers and executives keep abreast of developments
in environmental rules and policies in India.

ELI s long-standing program to educate judges in developing
countries about environmental law and remedies began work in
the Caribbean, where we are working with the judiciary in Haiti,
the Dominican Republic, and Jamaica to offer education and to
work toward establishing a permanent center for continuing
programs. In all of our work with partners, both in the United
States and overseas, ELI s goal is to strengthen the capability

of both individuals and institutions to use laws and remedies to
solve their countries environmental problems.

Protecting the Global Commons

ELI s research and policy work, both in the United States and
worldwide, is increasingly focusing on problems of the global
commons, and in particular, combating the threats to our
climate and our oceans from global warming, industrialization
in coastal areas, and pollution. Our climate research program
produced a report comparing U.S. federal subsidies of fossil and
renewable fuels, nding that fossil fuel subsidies in the period
2002-2008 were more than twice as large as those for renewable
sources of energy. This report, revealing the scale of less vis-
ible programs promoting fossil fuel consumption, sparked more
media coverage than any report ever published by ELI and has
helped to inform the debate on the utility of subsidies in guiding
energy investments.

ELI s energy and climate program is also preparing
studies of state regulation of wind power and developing
models for ways to adapt laws in six developing countries
to protect special biodiversity resources from the likely
impacts of temperature and other climate changes. Many
of 2009 s educational programs for the profession also
dealt with aspects of the continuing effort to build a frame-
work for effective control of greenhouse gas emissions
through U.S. regulation or legislation.

Our work on oceans has focused on testing the utility of
new planning and decisionmaking tools to examine the
impacts of development in coastal regions on multiple
natural resources and not just single issues and to bring
the many different private and public decisionmakers
together to make better choices. In 2009, ELI s Oceans
Program issued two research-based reports to promote
adoption of new approaches: Ocean and Coastal Ecosys-
tem Based Management: Implementation Handbook and
Spatial Planning in U.S. Waters. The Institute is continu-
ing to work on demonstrating ways to integrate regional
ocean governance with individual permitting and environ-
mental review decisions.

Back to Basics

As ELI s record shows, the Institute strives to equip
environmental professionals and activists here and around
the world with new ideas and up-to-date tools to advance
their goals. It is discouraging to see our nation having to
relearn old lessons. Today, as in the beginning, ELI will
dedicate its expertise and credibility to promoting the best
law and policy solutions, whether they are innovations or
sound approaches that have stood the test of time. We
thank ELI s many members, donors, partners, and friends,
as well as ELI s superb staff for making it possible to em-
bark with con dence upon the Institute s fth decade of
making law work for people, places, and the planet.

United States Senators Mark Udall of
Colorado and Tom Udall of New Mexico
were the joint recipients of the 2009 ELI
Award at a ceremony held before 640
members of the environmental profession
at the annual ELI Award Dinner at the
Omni Shoreham Hotel in Washington,
D.C., on October 29. The award honors
each of them who are rstcousins for
advancing environmental protection in
their professional and public service
activities. The Udalls were introduced by
Robert G. Stanton, Senior Advisor to the
Secretary, U.S. Department of

the Interior.

The two new Senators follow in the foot-
steps of their fathers who received the
ELI Award in 1993. Mark s father, Morris

Mo Udall, served in the U.S. House of
Representatives for 30 years and ran for
the Democratic nomination for President
in 1976. Tom s father, Stewart Udall,
served as Secretary of the Interior under
U.S. Presidents Kennedy and Johnson.
As Mark Udall noted, Hardly any of the
great environmental policy achievements
in the last half of the 20th century did
not bear the imprint of Mo and Stewart
Udall. He added, They andELI were
the architects of a renaissance in envi-
ronmental protection and conservation
that has been the envy of the world and a
testament to American values.

The two distinguished
cousins began walking the
environmental law trail
many years ago. Before
being elected to the U.S.
Senate in 2008, Mark Udall
represented Colorado s Sec-
ond Congressional District
for ve terms, beginning in
1999. Regarded as a na-
tional leader on renewable
energy, he worked to put
Colorado at the forefront of
sustainable energy develop-
ment. In 2004, he success-
fully co-chaired a campaign
to pass Colorado s rst
Renewable Electricity
Standard (RES), which re-
quires power companies to

sources. In 2007, the House of Represen-
tatives twice passed an RES championed
by both Mark and Tom Udall.

In 2008, Tom Udall was elected to the
Senate from New Mexico after 10 years
of representing the state in the House
of Representatives. He had also served
as the state s Attorney General for eight
years prior to his election to the House
and as the Chief Counsel to the New
Mexico Department of Health and En-
vironment during the 1980s. One of his
most notable victories was his shepherd-
ing through Congress of the 2005 Qjito
Wilderness Act. The Ojito Wilderness
contains approximately 11,000 acres and
is characterized by dramatic land forma-
tions and rock structures, multi-colored
badlands, as well as a multitude of cul-
tural, archaeological, and
paleontological sites.

In accepting their awards, the two sena-
tors praised ELI for its ongoing role in
the environmental movement and ad-
dressed the challenges that lie ahead.

During 2009,
we provided information, publications,
training courses, public dialogues, and
invitation-only convenings on a range of
topics to help build the expertise of envi-
ronmental professionals.

Most notably, we:

Published six new book titles:
Agenda for a Sustainable America The
Clean Water Act and the Constitution:
Legal Structure and the Public s Right to
a Clean Healthy Environment  Climate
Change Deskbook Environmental Jus-
tice: Legal Theory and Practice Nature-
Friendly Land Use Practices at Multiple
Scales; and the third edition of our wet-
lands resource, the Wetlands Deskbook.

Continued publication and dissemi-
nation of the best legal resources on
earth. ELR The Environmental Law
Reporterfi, the most respected resource
inthe eld, is an easily accessible, com-
prehensive reference to the law of envi-
ronmental protection. The January 2009
issue of ELR News & Analysis was de-
voted to providing information and advice
to the Obama Administration and the
111th Congress on environmental law and
policy, noting four areas of environmental
policy where signi cant progress can be
made: climate change, chemical regula-
tion, endangered species, and ocean
policy. The Environmental Forum is the
leading policy magazine for professionals
in environmental law, policy, and manage-
ment, and The National Wetlands Newslet-
ter covers the law and management of
wetlands, oodplains, and coastal areas.

Launched ELR India Update, a new
resource on India s environmental
laws. India Update is a quarterly newslet-
ter designed to keep senior environmen-
tal professionals abreast of signi cant de-
velopments in Indian environmental law.
The Update is written by expert Indian
environmental lawyers at Kochhar & Co.
and edited by ELR s professional staff.

Convened the second Environmental
Law and Policy Annual Review (EL-
PAR). The conference, which took place
on April 16, focused on climate change
policy, the Endangered Species Act, and
development of a meaningful U.S. cap-
and-trade system. Each year, Vanderbilt
University Law School and ELI co-spon-
sor this conference to highlight the year s
best legal and policy solutions to pressing
environmental problems. The selection
process for the project also results in

a one-issue, student-edited volume of

The Environmental Law Reporter that
includes condensed versions of selected
articles describing the solutions.

Led 30 seminars, courses, and
events for environmental profession-
als in Washington, New York, Los
Angeles, and San Francisco. Our

18th Annual ELI Eastern Boot Camp on
Environmental Law took place November
11-13 at Hogan & Hartson in Washington,
D.C., and our Second Annual Western
Boot Camp took place April 21-23 in San
Francisco.

Hosted a major policy forum on nu-
clear power and coal. The 2009 Miriam
Hamilton Keare Policy Forum explored
whether expanded use of nuclear power
and coal is inevitable in our climate-con-
strained future, and if so how best to
manage them. The panel was moderated
by New York Times energy reporter Mat-
thew L. Wald.

ELI is working with global partners
to improve framework laws and pro-
vide training, tools, and support to
citizens, organizations, government
of cials, and business environmental
managers in Africa, Asia, and Latin
America and the Caribbean. Our Inter-
national Programs seek to restore, man-
age, and conserve the natural
systems upon which people
and the natural environment
of our planet depend.

2009 highlights included:

Conducted judicial train-
ing programs in the Carib-
bean and Latin America.
We convened the Second
Workshop on Environmen-
tal Law for Chilean Judges.
Leading environmental law
experts from North and
South America introduced

30 Chilean judges to envi-
ronmental law on March
18-19 in Santiago, Chile. The
sessions, led by John Pend-
ergrass, built on the success
of our rst workshop held in 2006. They
included in-depth coverage of Chile s
constitutional protections of the environ-
ment, procedural issues, and comparative
analysis of Chilean and U.S. jurispru-
dence. We also continued our Caribbean
judicial education program with a session
April 21-23 in Santo Domingo, Dominican
Republic. A total of 31 judges from Haiti,
Jamaica, and the Dominican Republic
participated.

Continued our groundbreaking India
Partners industry training program
to strengthen the capacity of industry
to comply with environmental law.
ELI led a successful course for 35 Indian
industrial managers at the National Law
School in Bangalore, November 2-3.

The sessions addressed such issues as
environmental compliance, safety and
health compliance, hazardous effects of
pollution, and discharge of waste. ELI
President Leslie Carothers and Senior
Attorney John Pendergrass both partici-
pated in teaching the course with Indian
colleagues.

Assisted Liberia s Forestry Develop-
ment Authority with implementation
and training for the nation s new for-
estry law. ELI staff assisted with work-
shops for community-based organizations
held in Tubmanburg and Kakata, Liberia,
which focused on the bene ts made avail-
able to local communities through the
National Forestry Reform Law of 2006.
ELI helped develop and draft the Forest-
ry Reform Law as a core member of the
Liberia Forest Initiative. ELI staff pro-
vided analysis of a draft wildlife conserva-
tion law and helped lay the groundwork
for an upcoming project to develop a legal
and policy framework to support forest
carbon trading in Liberia.

ELI s research and policy program
is shaping practical responses to the
threats that climate change, energy
consumption, and pollution present
to our global commons the air we
breathe, the land we inhabit, and
the oceans we rely upon for human
survival.

In 2009, our research produced signi -
cant, in uential ndings and recommen-
dation. We:

Researched the extent to which
federal energy subsidies go to fossil
fuels and renewable energy sources.
Our report, Estimating U.S. Government
Subsidies to Energy Sources 2002 2008,
which examined the level of federal
energy subsidies to
fossil fuels and renew-
able fuels, received
widespread coverage
in domestic and global
media. Our research
showed $72 billion

in subsidies for fossil
fuels over seven years,
more than double the
amount for renew-
ables. We created

and disseminated a
color graphic, Energy
Subsidies Black, Not
Green, illustrating
the study s conclu-
sions (shown here).

Led monthly envi-
ronmental Climate
Change Brie ng
conference calls wit
leading lawyers to
keep professionals
up to speed on fast-paced develop-
ments in the eld of climate change
law and policy. On average, 50 environ-
mental professionals from ELI s corpo-
rate, professional, and public-interest pro-
grams participated in the 30-minute calls,
moderated by Scott Schang, ELI Vice
President for Climate and Sustainability.

Assisted the state of Maryland by
analyzing the tools available to its
Coastal Zone Management Program
to address new energy activities in
state and federal coastal waters. The
report, Maryland Offshore Energy Frame-
work, assesses Maryland s existing laws
and policies, interstate agreements, and
federal laws, and identi es potential mea-
sures that can help Maryland create an
Offshore Energy Framework. The report
also supports marine spatial planning for
the uses of federal and state waters off
the Atlantic shore.

Convened an international round-
table on climate change and bio-

diversity law. In June, ELI convened
members of our Advisory Committee

to explore the implications of climate
change adaptation for laws governing
biological resources. The meeting, What
Does Adaptation to Climate Change
Mean for Biodiversity Law, brought
together lawyers from six developing
countries to examine the capacity of exist-
ing national biodiversity laws to adapt to
climate change.

Launched a 13-part climate webinar
series Understanding the New Cli-
mate and Energy Legal Landscape.
The telephone and webcast series
explains the real-world impact of new
developments surrounding climate and
energy, including negotiation points left
before Congress. The programs, taught
by those helping to craft this new regu-
latory regime and to examine it with a
critical eye, have covered such topics as:
basic elements of federal climate change
programs; carbon trading; and integrat-
ing state, regional, and federal climate
and energy programs and cap and trade.
The series is co-sponsored by the Ameri-
can Law Institute, American Bar Associa-
tion (ALI-ABA).

Implemented Ecosystem-Based
Management. Because traditional sec-
tor-based marine management strategies
have failed to adequately manage human
impact on the marine environment, there
have been calls by many scientists, schol-
ars, and policymakers for ecosystem-
based management (EBM) and coastal
and marine spatial planning (CMSP).
EBM is an integrated management ap-
proach that considers whole ecosystems
and strives to maintain healthy, produc-
tive, and resilient conditions.

Starting in 2006, the ocean team explored
the legal and institutional opportuni-

ties for managing marine ecosystems
through a science-based, comprehensive
approach. In the winter of 2009, the team
developed recommendations for using
one of the chief ocean resources laws

the Coastal Zone Management Act as a
framework for ecosystem-based manage-
ment implementation, Expanding the Use
of Ecosystem-Based Management in the
Coastal Zone Management Act. In June
2009, the team published Ocean and
Coastal Ecosystem-Based Management:
Implementation Handbook.

Following these publications, the ELI
team launched the next phase of the
project examining ways to integrate
regional ocean governance with on-the-
ground permitting and environmental
review decisions.

Advised Federal Authorities on
Coastal and Marine Spatial Plan-
ning. In June 2009, President Obama
established an Interagency Ocean Policy
Task Force to develop, with appropriate
public input, a recommended framework
for effective coastal and marine spatial
planning, which should be a compre-
hensive, integrated, ecosystem-based
approach. While the Task Force was
doing its job, the ELI team also examined
the issue. During the same week that
the Obama Administration s Interagency
Ocean Policy Task Force published its
recommendations on a national coastal
and marine spatial planning framework,
ELI published its report, Marine Spatial
Planning in U.S. Waters: An Assessment
and Analysis of Existing Legal Mecha-
nisms, Anticipated Barriers, and Future
Opportunities. We continue this work in
2010 with a project to explore the legal
implications of the Task Force recom-
mendations.

Assisted with Legal Guidance and
Training in the Caribbean and
Mexico. In collaboration with CEMDA
(The Mexican Center for Environmental
Law), ELI conducted a series of three
courses on environmental and biodiver-
sity law for judges and on criminal law
relating to the environment and biodiver-
sity for prosecutors. The courses focused
on issues related to the Gulf of California
and were held in La Paz, Mexicali, and
Sinaloa. In the Eastern Caribbean, ELI
developed draft legislation on environ-
mental and biodiversity management

in Grenada and Saint Vincent and the
Grenadines, including marine-protected
area legislation. ELI consulted with agen-
cy and ministry staff and civil society,
drafted the Grenada Environment and
Biodiversity Coordination Act and Draft
EIA Amendments to Grenada s Physical
Planning Act and the Draft SVG Environ-
ment and Biodiversity Coordination Act,
and presented the drafts to stakeholders
for review and comment. ELI also ad-
vised Grenada on the development of its
new protected areas system plan.
